Family extension

For those who don’t know yet: we are eagerly awaiting the arrival of our
second child in June. We have had 2 ultrasounds and everything
appears to be ok for both mum and bub. It is a miracle to see this little
life growing in Caroline’s belly. Joshua is all exited about the baby and
has a reasonable understanding of what's happening. He regularly
wants to have a look at Caroline’s belly for a “check-up”.

Visa issues

As mentioned in our previous newsletter we received a request from MAF Australia for Arjan to work for another year as flight
instructor at Coldstream. Our visa would expire in February 2010 and we therefore needed to apply for a visa extension.
What appeared to be a straight-forward exercise became a very difficult procedure. We won't go into too much detail, but in
broad terms it meant that due to the slow economy Australia has drastically reduced the number of granted visas by
changing a number of the entry requirements. These changes came into effect exactly in the period of our visa renewal,
making it very difficult to meet the requirements. Eventually we were running out of options and contacting an immigration
agent (which is a very costly exercise) appeared to be the only solution. He was able to give us some useful advice and
eventually after numerous phone calls, emails, a large pile of documents and evidence our visa was granted 7 months after
the initial application. This was in due time as there is a cut-off date for international flights when you are pregnant and we
therefor had to define a deadline after which we would have to start packing our gear and leave for Holland (continues on
page 2)

The last three months were very stressful because of the "fuss" about the visa and the amount of extra work that it brought
with it. Yet we have seen God at work in this phase. From the beginning of the visa process at different times we were
reminded of the story of Joshua, the leader of the Israelites who had to conquer Jericho. God instructed Joshua to be "strong
and courageous" and not be discouraged. Eventually, the people of Israel for six days had to run once a day around the city
and on the seventh day seven times. This is how we felt about the visa process: the last few weeks before the visa was
granted were the most difficult of all with all the questions that the Immigration department had. But eventually the walls of
the immigration department gave way, praise the Lord! Whether Joshua in the biblical story eventually became discouraged
we do not know, but to be honest with you we have had periods where we were wondering what God's purpose was in all
this. Perhaps this will be revealed to us later.

We are pleased that we can now complete our assignment here until the end of the academic year (which runs until the end
of December) and that we can focus on the next step with MAF in calmer waters. Also, we now can prepare ourselves for the
arrival of the little one in an familiar environment. On the other hand, this means that we will not be able (for the time being)
to visit our friends and family back home and that was something we were hoping for (because of visa problems), especially
because one of Arjan’s sisters is getting married in June. We now won'’t be able to attend her wedding as Caroline is due in
that period.

Around the house

We started our own veggie-garden a couple of months
ago. One of the reasons was to have some fresh veggies
readily available, but also to reduce the costs as these
have gone up dramatically in recent months for fresh
produce. We have good food from our ‘own’ garden and it
tastes great. Due to the draught it is not allowed to water
your garden, but we just save as much of our grey water
as we can, so we can provide the garden with the much
needed water supply. As you can see it works!

News from Coldstream

It has been a while, but we still want to highlight a few events from the past period: December 16" was an exciting day for all
instructors as the first student for this year, James, would do his final flight test. For the past two weeks Arjan had been
working with him to prepare him for this exam. It was a challenge for Arjan too as it meant that he would be assessed as well.

Great was the
excitement (for both) when James came back from his flight with the examiner and gave the "thumbs-up” signal. The only
thing still outstanding to wrap-up James training was the introduction to mountain-flying, this is a training exercise in
conditions that a pilot may encounter in a typical MAF flying program.
