We obviously don’t have
any family around here, but we were very well looked after by friends, neighbours and
colleagues: In the end we didn’t have to cook for nearly 5 weeks, which was great as we
honestly have to say that we really had to get used to the extra work that comes with a
being a family of four.

At the time of writing Yenthe is already 6 weeks old and we’re in the business of cooking our own meals again. Almost every
day the mailman will come around delivering some greeting cards or packages and our wall is filling with cards quickly.

Future

Another question regularly asked is what our plans are for next year . You will
have to be patient with us as we are still in the process of working this out at
the moment. My role as instructor was intended for 1-2 years and early next
year we will be reaching the end of this period. Also in April 2011 our current
visa will expire and in the current immigration regime it will be very difficult for
us to obtain another visa (if any) for Australia, a visa to work for another year
at Coldstream seems out of the picture at this stage.

In agreement with MAF Australia we therefore decided not to look into this
possibility at the moment. Once the holiday season in Holland has come to an
end (mid-August) we will start looking into our options in close cooperation
with MAF Netherlands to find out where we could possibly serve with MAF in
the future. We do appreciate and value your prayer for God to show us
directions so that we may walk on the path He has set out for us.

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responsibility as a flying instructor while flying into clouds and
poor weather conditions which makes that | want to be well
prepared. Instrument flying gives you more options flying into
the bad weather but to keep it safe that are many additional
rules and procedures that need to be complied with. (Editors
note: Arjan passed his IRTA exam, but Grade 2 exam is
postponed due double booking)

Although we are currently not in an “operational” placement for
MAF we consider the work that we do here at Coldstream as
very valuable for what MAF is doing in God’s Kingdom. No,
we do not fly medication, food, cloathing or bibles, but we do
train future pilots. To give you an idea of the importance of our
ministry here | have asked one of the students to introduce
himself and share with you what he thinks of his training.

My name is Luke, | come from England. | am a second-year flight
student at the Australian Centre for Mission Aviation. | have
wanted to be a pilot since my early teenage years, but it was as |
got older that | became aware of the work of Mission Aviation
Fellowship. | feel God has called me to service on the mission
field, so | put my desire to fly and my desire to be obedient to
God’s call together and came up with mission aviation. When |
was 17, | started looking for somewhere to be trained for mission
and trained in aviation. It was a few years later that | discovered
ACMA. Aside from the flying, | really enjoy sharing fellowship with
people from different cultures and different walks of life. There is a
vast variety in cultural and life experiences amongst the students,
staff and instructors at ACMA, just by being here | have learnt
and grown so much . | can see that God is using my time at
ACMA to prepare me for whatever the future may hold. My plan is
to apply to serve with MAF once my training is complete.
